5. Information regarding  the subject and amount of the procurement:  
5.1. The subject of the procurement is components of Niobium reactor in conformity with Technical specification (Appendice of the Regulations). 
5.2. CPV code: 42990000-2 – miscellaneous special-purpose machinery.
5.3. The Applicant may submit offer for whole procurement subject. The Applicant shall ensure all required positions of procurement subject. In case Applicant will not offer some of position of procurement subject, the offer will be rejected and excluded from further evaluation.
5.4. Contract expires in 2015.08.30, or until all orders value reaches 90'000 USD (ninety thousand dollars), whichever condition comes first.
6. Time and place of contract execution:

6.2. Execution date: 4 (four) months from the date of the order. Order is considered to be made at the time Commissioning party has electronically (e-mail) requested Product delivery. 
7. The location, date, time and procedure for the submission and opening of offers.
7.1. The offer must be submitted personally or via regular post  by 12.00 a.m. on 01.September, 2014.
7.2. If offers are sent by regular post, the Applicant shall assume responsibility for the receipt of the offer by the deadline specified in Paragraph 6.1.of  the Regulations.
7.3. Offers submitted after the above mentioned deadline will not be accepted; the offers received by regular post shall be sent back unopened to the Applicant.
7.4. Meeting for the opening of offers will take place on 01.09, 2014, at 12.00 
8. Request for and provision of additional information
8.1. Questions regarding the Regulations shall be submitted in writing by regular mail to the address Miera street 32, Salaspils, Salaspils district, LV-2169, Latvia, or by e-mail: a.sobolevs@gmail.com.
8.2. The Commissioning Party shall ensure free electronic access to procurement documents on the Commissioning Party’s website http://ipul.lv under "Procurement". Additional information shall be provided within 5 (five) days from the receipt of the request, but not later than before 6 (six) days before the deadline for the submission of the offer. Additional information requested by the applicant hall be sent (electronically and/or by fax and/or by regular post) to the applicant who has submitted the request, and it also shall be published on the website http://ipul.lv. If the Commissioning party has published the aforesaid information on the website, it is considered that the person concerned has received the additional information.
8.3. The Applicant is obliged to follow the information related to the procurement published in RSU homepage.
9. The Applicant
9.1. If the offer is submitted by a group of people (suppliers’ association), the documentation package for submission should include the cooperation agreement, which stipulates that all members of the people group (suppliers’ association) jointly and individually are responsible for execution of the contract and should indicate the principal member who will represent a group of people (suppliers’ association) at the open competition and sign the offer documents on behalf the members.  The partnership agreement should list the names of  persons who have joined together in a group of persons (suppliers’ association),the amount work to be carried out by each member of the group of persons (suppliers’ association), a confirmation that if a group of people (suppliers’ association is announced as the winner,  this suppliers’ association will  register a general partnerships with full responsibility of each member in compliance with the laws and regulations of the Republic of Latvia.
II. REQUIREMENTS FOR ARRANGEMENT AND SUBMISSION OF THE OFFER
10. The applicant may submit solely one version of the offer.
11. The offer must fully comply with requirements set in the Regulations and its Appendices.
12. The offers shall be submitted in a single original. 
13. The original of the offer shall be submitted in a single sealed package. The offer package shall be attested by the Applicant’s stamp or signature across the seal.

15. Offers shall be submitted computer-printed, in Latvian or English. If the Applicant submits documents in a foreign language, they must be accompanied by translation into Latvian or English certified by the signatory or the authorized person (enclosing power of attorney or its copy).
16. The Applicant is eligible to modify or withdraw his offer before the deadline.
17. All appendices of the offer shall be its integral part.
18. The offer shall be signed by the Applicant’s person with signatory powers or the authorized person (enclosing power of attorney or its copy).
19. The original of the offer must be submitted in a single bound volume with numbered pages and the table of contents (catalogues, leaflets and brochures may be submitted separately) bound together with a thread, the accompanying copies of offer documents must be certified in compliance with regulatory enactments.
20. All the information provided in the Applicant’s offer must be truthful. Should the Procurement Commission have any doubts whatsoever about the truthfulness of the information or authenticity of the document copies provided by the Applicant, it shall be entitled to request the  Applicant to attest the truth of the information and/or present the document confirming the original or to submit a certified copy of the document.
21. The documents listed in the Paragraph 19 of the Regulations shall be submitted according Commissioning party’s request and in due time.
III. CONDITIONS FOR APPLICANT’S EXCLUSION, CRITERIA FOR APPLICANTS AND DOCUMENTS SUBMITTED BY APPLICANTS 
22. The Commissioning party shall not review the offer of an applicant and shall exclude the applicant from further participation in procurement evaluation in any of the following cases:
22.1. If the Applicant or Applicant’s person who the Applicant relies on to attest that he/she has corresponding qualification in accordance with the procurement documentation, members of partnership, if the Applicant is a partnership, are subject to the cases specified in Clause one Section 391 of the Public Procurement Law.  The Commissioning party shall not apply the conditions for exclusion referred to in Clause one Section 391 of Public Procurement Law in accordance with conditions set in Clause 4 Section 391 of Public Procurement Law.
22.2. The Applicant does not meet the requirements of the Paragraph 22 of the Regulations.
23. Requirements for Applicant’s qualification:
23.1. In past three years (2011, 2012, 2013 as well 2014), the Applicant has performed at least 1 (one) deliveries of equivalent content (Components of Niobium reactor).
23.2. The Applicant can rely on the capacity of other entrepreneurs if it is necessary for implementation of the particular contract, regardless of the legal nature of mutual relations thereof.  In this case, the Applicant shall prove to the Commissioning party that it will have the necessary resources at the disposal thereof by submitting the attestation made by such entrepreneurs or an agreement regarding placement of necessary  resources at the Applicant’s disposal. 
24. Selection documents to be submitted by the Applicant:
24.1. The Applicant’s letter of application (in accordance with Appendix 1 of the Regulations);
24.2. If the Applicant is registered in accordance with regulatory enactments, Applicant must submit registration certificate copy issued by competent authority (Enterprise register of Commercial register of Republic of Latvia or equivalent foreign register registration certificate copy) or, if there is no registration certificate (the normative regulation of country of registration does not provides issuing of registration certificate) then provide the information on Applicant registration number and time of registration, as well as identify competent authority in the host country, which, if necessary, can certify the fact of registration. 
24.3. The list of Applicant’s equivalent supplies (according to Appendix No.4 of the Regulations). 
25. If the Applicant engages a subcontractor to fulfil the contract, in addition to the package of documents, the Applicant must submit a list of subcontractors including names of subcontractors and the description of subcontractor procurement part, as well as a certificate referred to in Paragraph 23.2. of Regulations and the statement of such subcontractors agreeing to participate in fulfilment of the Contract.  
26. If the offer is submitted by an Applicant who is a group of persons  (suppliers’ association) the group of persons (suppliers’ association) jointly shall submit the following documents:
26.1.1. A copy of the group of persons (suppliers’ association) cooperation agreement  in accordance with paragraph 8.1 of the Regulations;
26.1.2. Documents referred to in Paragraphs 23.1.-23.3. of the Regulations shall be submitted for the whole group of persons (suppliers’ association), except the certificate referred to in Paragraph 23.2 of the Regulations, which shall be submitted for each member of the group of persons (suppliers’ association) separately, for each member of the partnership if the Applicant is a partnership, as well as for the subcontractor whose capabilities the Applicant relies on.
27.  Before decision of procurement results Procurement commission in relation to the Applicant, partner of membership, if Applicant is a membership, the Applicant’s designated person on which options Applicant is based, in order to confirm that it meets the qualification requirements of the Procurement Regulations examines existence of exclusion cases specified in Regulations article 21. in accordance with the rules of PPL article 391. Commissioning party examination of candidates and tenderers exclusion existence specified in first part of PPL article 391 takes in relation to each Applicant which under other requirements specified in notice of contract and procurement documentation and selection criteria of selected proposal would be granted with the right to contract. Commissioning party in order to reduce the use of administrative resources to perform evaluation of proposals have the right to make inspection in accordance with the seventh part of PPL article 391 for tenderers exclusion existence specified in first part of PPL article 391 for all Applicants who have submitted a proposal. 
28. References and other documents issued by competent institutions in cases specified in Public Procurement Law are accepted and recognized by the commission solely if they are issued not later than 1 (one) month before the day of the submission of the offer.
IV TECNICAL AND FINANCIAL PROPOSAL
29. The Applicant shall submit technical proposal in conformity with Technical specifications (Appendix No 2) terms and form, including information about the goods and offer description according requested technical specifications. 
30. The financial proposal shall be expressed in USD (without VAT). The financial proposal shall include all costs, including equipment delivery costs, warranty, all taxes and duties, if any, except VAT, which is indicated separately.  The financial proposal shall be submitted according Financial proposal form (Appendix No. 3).
31. The Applicant shall enclose technical information (manufacturer's manuals, etc.), where the Commissioning Party can verify the conformity of the offered items to the indicated technical specifications. If technical information is in foreign language, the Applicant shall enclose the translation into Latvian or English of those parts of the text, in which the Commissioning party may verify the conformity of the offer.
V. OFFER OPENING, EVALUATION AND SELECTION CRITERIA
32. Opening of offers:
32.1. The meeting of the opening of offers is open;
32.2. Upon opening the meeting, the chairman of the commission shall announce the composition of the commission to the present applicants or their representatives. During the meeting, the chairman of the commission shall read the list of the applicants having submitted the offer.
32.3. After the announcement of applicants, each member of the commission shall sign the note confirming that there are no any conditions for assumption that the member might be interested in the selection or activity of the particular applicant.  If the member refuses to sign such note, he/she is not entitled to participate in the further activities of the commission. The secretary shall append it to the protocol of particular commission meeting.
32.4. After the signing of the note indicated in Paragraph 31.3, the commission shall open the proposals in the order of their submission.
32.5. After the opening of the offers the commission:
32.5.1. announce the applicant, 
32.5.2. announce the date and time of the submission of the offer,
32.5.3. announce the offered contractual price.
32.6. After all offers are opened and the information indicated in Paragraph 31.5 of the Regulations is mentioned, the meeting of the opening of the offer shall be deemed closed.
32.7. Notes shall be made of the meeting. 
32.8. Procurement commission shall issue the minutes of the opening meeting to the Applicant within 3 (three) working days after the receipt of the request of the Applicant.  
33. Evaluation of offers
33.1. Evaluation of offers shall take place by the following order:
33.1.1. Conformity of the Applicant’s offer documents with the requirements for presentation set out in the Regulations.  Non-compliant offers may be excluded from further evaluation, if the Commissioning Party finds that the discrepancy significantly  affects  offer evaluation possibilities  and decision making;
33.1.2. Compliance of Applicant's selection (qualification) documents with the requirements of the Regulations. Non-compliant offers may be excluded from further evaluation, if the Commissioning Party finds that the discrepancy significantly  affects  offer evaluation possibilities  and decision making;
33.1.3. Compliance of the Applicant's Technical proposal with the requirements of Technical specification.  Non-compliant offers shall be excluded from further evaluation in the part of the procurement, in which the offer does not conform with technical specification;
33.1.4. Evaluation of Applicant's financial proposal and checking arithmetical errors.  The Procurement Commission shall be entitled to correct arithmetical errors in the Applicant's financial proposal, notifying the Applicant of error correction.
33.2. Arithmetical errors shall be corrected in the following way: 
33.2.1. when the figures in digits differ from the figures in words,  the figures in words will be taken into consideration;
33.2.2. if the unit price is different from the total price arrived at by multiplying the unit price by the number of units, the unit price will be taken into consideration,  and the total price will be corrected.
33.2.3. If an arithmetical error is detected in tax calculation, the Commission shall correct it in compliance with the tax calculation policy regulated by tax laws.
34. Selection of the offer 
34.1. Contract award criteria are the lowest price USD (unit’s total price) excluding VAT.
34.2. In case of equal financial offers which have been admitted to have the lowest price by the commission, the commission shall choose offer submitted by the applicant having employed at least 20 convicts in detention centres. 
34.3. Commissioning party notify decision to all tenderers in 3 (three) working days after the decision. 
VI. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PROCUREMENT COMMISSION
35. Rights and obligations of the  procurement commission:
35.1. Offers shall be evaluated by Procurement commission.  The Procurement commission is entitled to invite an expert(s).
35.2. The Procurement commission shall be entitled to correct arithmetical errors in the Applicant’s financial proposal.  The Procurement commission shall notify the Applicant whose errors were corrected on the error correction and the corrected sum. 
35.3. The Commission shall have the rights to decline a further evaluation of any offer, if it is identified that the offer is incompliant with any requirements stipulated by this competition.
35.4. Upon conclusion of offer evaluation, the Procurement commission shall take one of the following decisions:  
35.4.1. to announce one of the candidates as the winner of the competition;
35.4.2. to terminate the competition, without selecting any of the Applicants, if there have not  been submitted any offers for a competition, or the submitted offers do not comply with  the requirements.
35.5. The Commissioning party can discontinue the procurement procedure at any moment if it has an objective justification to do so.
35.6. If the Procurement Commission finds that the price for a particular offer is unjustifiably low, the procurement commission shall request in writing a detailed explanation regarding the significant conditions of the offer, prior to the potential rejection of this offer.
35.7. If the Procurement commission finds that the Applicant has failed to prove availability of such conditions, which allow for such low pricing, the Commission shall consider such a an offer as unjustifiably low, and it is not considered any further. 
35.8. If the Commissioning party in the course of evaluation finds the information in Applicant's order to be unclear or incomplete, the Commissioning party shall request Applicant or competent institution to clarify or supplement the information. Upon evaluation of the information included in technical proposal, the Commissioning party shall find acceptable the following documentation: manufacturer's technical documentation or certification issued by accredited institution in compliance with regulatory enactments proving that the offer is equivalent and meets the requirements of the Commissioning Party specified in technical specifications.
35.9. All other rights and obligations of the Procurement Commission which are not stipulated by present Regulations shall be governed by the Public Procurement Law and other existing regulatory enactments.
VII. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF APPLICANTS, CANDIDATES AND SUPPLIERS 
36. Rights and obligations of the Applicants:
36.1. Submitting the offer for participation, the Applicant shall undertake to comply with all requirements herein, including document arrangement and submission, and precisely follow the requirements set out in the competition Regulations, its appendices, and the draft of the contract. 
36.2. The Applicant is obliged to respond to additional information requests made by Procurement Commission for within the time period specified by the Commission. Should the Applicant fail to provide response to the questions put forward by the Commission within the term specified by the Commission, the Commission is eligible to exclude the Applicant from further participation in the competition.
36.3. Submission of offer for competition is simultaneously considered as the Applicant's consent to the requirements of the Regulations of the competition, its annexes, including the draft of contract.
VIII. OTHER PROVISIONS
37. Other provisions of the open competition, which are not stipulated in these Regulations, shall be governed by regulatory enactments of the Republic of Latvia.

, in the person of _____________ acting pursuant to the ) (hereinafter — Procurement procedure), expressing their free will - without mistake, fraud or duress, concludes the following contract (hereinafter - Contract): 
1. Subject of the Contract
1.1. The Seller undertakes to sell and deliver ________________ (hereinafter — Products) to the Purchaser in compliance with Technical specification (Appendix No. 1) and the Seller's technical and Financial proposal (Appendix No. 2), which are an integral parts of the present Contract, according provisions of the Contract and legal enactments of the Republic of Latvia.
1.2. Delivery shall be completed by Seller’s own means, equipment and other necessary resources, unless the Purchaser has specifically undertaken to cover these procedures.  
1.3. If during the Contract coordination or its performance, the manufacturer ceases the production or delivery of the Goods, and the Seller may show appropriate statement issued by the manufacturer or its authorized representative, the Seller offers to the Purchaser and the Purchaser may agree that the Seller delivers the equivalent or better Goods.  The Seller shall provide the confirmation that, in such case, the delivered Goods meet all the requirements set out by Purchaser's procurement procedure, its Technical Specification, compatibility and functional properties shall not be worse than those required by the procurement procedure (in such cases, the correspondence shall be determined in coordination with the Purchaser), as well as the level of warranties shall not be lower.  The Seller guaranties that, in this case, the offer price will not be increased and all other procurement provisions will be fulfilled.
2. Contract Price and the Procedure of Payment
2.1. The contract price for the Product is appropriate to the financial offer submitted by Seller in the procurement procedure (hereinafter - the contract price).
2.2. Purchaser makes full payment in 2 (two) payments: 
2.2.1. Advance payment – 20% after placement of the order in accordance with the received invoice; 
2.2.2. Final payment – 80% after delivery of Goods and appropriate Delivery - Acceptance Act signed by both parties, in accordance with the received invoice. 
2.3. If, in accordance with the legislation, the VAT rate is adjusted, the contract price (as well as the amount of any partial payment set out in the Contract) including the VAT, will be modified in accordance with VAT rate changes without a separate agreement between the Parties, on the basis of the price excluding VAT, which remains unchanged, and the new tax rate.
2.4. The total contract price includes all costs – price for Goods, taxes and duties, delivery, additional equipment required to complete the above mentioned activities, as well as costs related to manufacturing, packaging and fulfilment of warranty obligations, etc. 
2.5. The Purchaser shall pay for the Goods to the amount of work actually completed, by bank transfer to the bank account indicated by the Seller in the Contract within 20 (twenty) business days, after the receipt of the invoice issued by the Seller and the Deed of Transfer mutually signed by the Parties or after the receipt of the invoice issued by the Seller (for advance payment). When issuing the invoice, it must contain procurement identification number, the Contract number, date, and the Purchaser’s contact person. Otherwise, the Purchaser is entitled to delay payment procedures outlined in this paragraph, with no additional penalty applied. 
3. Delivery - Acceptance of Goods  
3.1. The Seller shall deliver the Goods to the Purchaser no later than within 4 (four) months following the receipt of order, prior to that mutually coordinating the location and time of taking over of specified Goods.  The order is considered complete once the Purchaser’s representative has send request by e-mail for delivery of the Goods.  
3.2. The Goods must be new, unused, in a fully functioning state, corresponding to the specific technical specifications and the Purchaser’s defined requirements.
3.3. It shall be taken into account that during the period of delivery of Goods, the Purchaser is allocated at least 3 (three) working days for evaluation of compliance of the Goods to the Contract.
3.4. At the delivery of Goods, the Seller shall provide the Purchaser with all accompanying documentation (with translation in Latvian or in English) and warranty documentation, if particular Goods have such. 
3.5. Acceptance – transfer of the Goods is confirmed with mutual signing of Deed of Transfer or mutual signing by the Parties invoice issued by the Seller confirming delivery of the Goods.  If during acceptance - transfer there are discovered any discrepancies (shortage, poor functioning, etc.), the Seller shall eliminate them at no extra charge.  In such case, the time period set out in paragraph 3.1of the Contract remains valid, and the Seller shall observe it.
3.6. Upon the Purchaser’s agreement, delivery may be divided into stages  in accordance with the tasks to be performed and the results to be achieved, which will stated in the Deed of Transfer.
4. Warranty Terms and Conditions 
4.1. Warranty period of Goods is not less than 24 (twenty four) months (if not stated otherwise in the technical specification) from the time both parties sign Goods Delivery - Acceptance Act or invoice issued by Seller which certify Goods Delivery - Acceptance. Additional requirements for the warranty should be relevant to requirements stated in procurement documentation or with higher value (in coordination with the Purchaser). 
4.2. The Seller shall execute the repair of the Goods at no additional cost within the whole warranty period specified in technical specification, except cases if the damage occurs as a result of incorrect use of the Goods (and the Purchaser has been informed about the correct use). The Seller guarantees the arrival of a qualified employee within 24 hours from the registration of the damage (any) and the elimination of the damage within 3 (three) working days from the registration. The deadline might be extended upon coordination with the Purchaser.
5. Obligations of the Seller
5.1. The Seller undertakes to ensure timely and quality product delivery and installation in the presence of the Purchaser’s representative, prior to that coordinating the location and time of the particular delivery.
5.2. The Seller may change subcontractors or staff indicated in the proposal to the Purchaser, within the framework of the procurement procedure, and may involve other staff or subcontractors in the fulfilment of contractual obligations, only in accordance with the regulations within Article 68 of the Public Procurement Law.
5.3. The Seller undertakes to perform free warranty servicing of Goods during the warranty period.  
5.4. The Seller guarantees that the Goods correspond to the Purchaser’s requirements and terms and conditions of the Contract.
5.5. The Seller shall take the Goods back if they do not meet the requirements of the present Contract by returning the Purchaser the payment and cover the Purchaser’s losses.
5.6. If the Seller fails to comply with any of the obligations stipulated by the present Contract, the Seller shall pay the contractual penalty to the Purchaser in the amount of 0.5% from amount of in the time outstanding commitments for each day of delay. The amount of penalty cannot exceed 10% of the total contract price.
5.7. Payment of the Contract penalty does not release from the fulfilment of contractual obligations, unless Purchaser in a particular case doesn’t state otherwise. 
5.8. If the Purchaser terminates the Contract due to the Seller’s failure to fulfil the obligations in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract, the Seller must return any payments made by the Purchaser within the Purchaser’s determined timeframe (if such has been made).  If the Purchaser, in such a case, has already received the Goods or a part of the Goods and wishes to declare it acceptable, a corresponding goods transfer deed must be drawn up, and payment is to be made corresponding to the value of Goods delivered and accepted.
5.9. Seller undertakes immediately, but not later than in 3 (three) working days, to inform the Purchaser if during Contract execution: 
5.9.1. Sellers insolvency or legal protection (non-judicial legal protection) process is proposed in the court; 
5.9.2. economic activity of Seller is suspended; 
5.9.3. Seller is registered in the VAT taxable persons register or excluded from it (by sending a copy of certificate to Purchaser). 
5.10. Additionally, the Seller undertakes:  
5.10.1. comply with the Purchaser's internal rules, fire regulations and working conditions, comply with occupational health and safety regulations, fire safety instructions, regulatory enactments governing such activities, as well as assume full responsibility  for violations of the internal and external regulatory enactments and their consequences  at the  Purchaser's premises and territory;
5.10.2. cover the Purchaser’s contractual losses in the full amount, and expenses arising from administration and recovery of other Seller’s payment liabilities;
5.10.3. immediately on receipt of the Purchaser's request to submit information (a report) related to the execution of this Contract. 
5.11. The Seller is not entitled to transfer fulfilment of the Contract or any of its parts to a third party, excepting cases where the Purchaser is replaced by another, in accordance with the standard regulations in commercial rights governing business reorganization and company transfer. 
5.12. The Seller undertakes to guarantee that all employees involved in the sale and delivery of the Goods are qualified to perform their assigned duties, and possess the necessary qualifications and skills determined in standard regulations for the specific tasks. 
6. Obligations of the Purchaser
6.1. The Purchaser undertakes to pay for good quality Goods in accordance with the terms and conditions stipulated by this Contract.
6.2. If the Purchaser executes any of obligations under this Contract improperly or don’t perform in a real time (time limit), Purchaser for each of the breaches shall pay contractual penalty to Seller in the amount of 0,5% from amount of in the time outstanding commitments for each day of delay The amount of penalty cannot exceed 10% of the total contract price. 
6.3. Payment of the Contract penalty does not release from the fulfilment of contractual obligations, unless Seller in a particular case doesn’t state otherwise. Purchaser is entitled to deduct a penalty through mutual settlements with Seller. 
6.4. The Purchaser undertakes, insofar as it is dependent on the Purchaser, to guarantee the Seller appropriate conditions for the delivery.
6.5. Purchaser under the Contract is not related to a specific amount of Goods, and take orders according to need and financial capabilities. 
6.6. The Purchaser shall timely accept the delivered Goods corresponding to the terms and conditions of the Contract.
6.7. The Purchaser may submit complaints to the Seller or refuse to accept the Goods if the Goods are visibly damaged or otherwise defective.
6.8. The Purchaser is entitled to return the Goods to the Seller if, during its use, the Goods are determined not to be compliant with the terms and conditions of this Contract; the Purchaser is to have all payments made returned in this case.
6.9. The Purchaser is entitled to end the Contract unilaterally by informing the Seller in writing: if the Seller does not fulfil one or more contractual obligation, and continues to do so after receiving a warning, or allows for the repeated transgression; if the Seller’s economic activities are terminated or halted for 2 (two) weeks or longer.
6.10. The Purchaser is entitled to provide the information related to this Contract to any institutions involved in the monitoring of its implementation, in accordance with standard regulations or any other Contracts; the Purchaser also has the right to transfer the collection of any amounts within this Contract to a third party.
7. Other provisions
7.1. The Contract shall take effect from the moment of signing and shall be valid until 2015.08.30., or until all orders value reaches 90'000 USD (ninety thousand dollars), whichever condition comes first.
7.2. As the person responsible and authorized to monitor Contract fulfilment, delivery and acceptance of the Goods, co-ordination of possible supplementation or amendments (excepting the signing of Contract amendments), the Purchaser, on the Purchaser’s behalf, appoints____________________,ph.: ________,_;   e-mail address: _______; and the Seller, on the Seller’s behalf, appoints ____________________, tel. ________,  e-mail address:___, in case of changes in staff, the other Party must be unilaterally informed.  
7.3. Documents, information or other correspondence sent by registered mail to the Party’s address specified in the contract, shall be deemed received within five working days after transfer to a post office.
7.4. The Parties shall comply with generally accepted force majeure (force majeure) regulations.
7.5. Parties have the right to unilaterally terminate the Contract or to postpone the execution of the Contract without penalty if it is based on legislation or administrative decisions issued by state, local government or higher-level authorities and institutions. 
7.6. The Parties agree not to disclose confidential information relating to the other Party and which became known in the course of conclusion, execution or termination of the present Contract.
7.7. All disputes related to this Contract shall be settled by negotiations between the Parties.  If the Parties fail to reach an agreement, the dispute shall be settled in accordance with the legal enactments of the Republic of Latvia. 
7.8. Within the Contract, the Seller is bound to the obligations arising from the procurement regulations and offer (if the procurement procedure has taken place), unless it is specified otherwise by the present Contract in respect of particular obligations. 
7.9. Any amendments to the Contract may be made solely upon mutual written agreement between the Parties and after mutual signing of the Contract they shall become an integral part of the present Contract.  If the Parties fail to agree, the earlier provisions of the Contract remain in force.  
7.10. The present Contract shall be drawn up on ___(_______) pages, in the Latvian and English language in two copies with equal legal power, and each party is holding one.  The Latvian language version of this Contract shall be the controlling version. In the event of inconsistency or discrepancy between the Latvian version, English version and any translation or other language version of this Contract, the Latvian-language version shall prevail.
